What a wonderful story we have to share today, boys and girls! 
In the Bible, in the Gospel of John, there's a story about a man who was born unable to see anything – not the blue sky, the colours of a rainbow, or even the smile on his mum's face. Imagine that! But then something amazing happened. Jesus came along!
He mixed some dirt with his spit and made mud. Then he put this mud on the man’s eyes. Sounds icky, right? But here's the amazing part – after the man washed off the mud, he could see for the very first time! Jesus had given him the gift of sight by using the earth, just like God made Adam from the earth long ago, giving him a face with eyes in it. This shows us Jesus is really special because he is the Son of God. It was like a huge, wonderful miracle!
But this story isn't just about seeing things with our eyes. It's about understanding and believing in Jesus with our hearts, and seeing all the kindness and goodness in the world coming from God.
Now, let’s think about a really special way of connecting with God – by praying with play dough. We can call it 'Pray Dough'. When you squish, roll, and shape your 'Pray Dough', you can make all sorts of wonderful things – animals, stars, flowers, hearts – whatever you can imagine! This is a bit like how God shapes and changes our lives. 
In the Bible, God is often compared to a potter – someone who makes beautiful things out of clay. Just like a potter turns a lump of clay into something amazing, God shapes our lives into something wonderful. So, while you're playing and making things with your 'Pray Dough', think about how God is always at work in your life, making it more and more beautiful every day. 
Here’s a fun way to use your 'Pray Dough' for praying:
· Take some play dough, any colour you like, and think of something you're curious about or want to understand better.
· While you’re making shapes, have a little chat with God about it. You could make a cosy house while praying for your family, or a cute little person while thinking of a friend.
· Remember, it’s not about getting it perfectly right. It’s all about spending time with God, talking to him, and feeling him guide your hands and your heart.
· You could shape little eyes to ask God to help you see all the goodness and kindness around you, or a tiny heart to feel his love even more so you can share it with others.
When you’ve made your shape, hold it gently and say a little prayer. You can say a big thank you, ask for something special, or just tell God about what happened in your day. He’s always happy to listen!
So, whenever you play with your 'Pray Dough', remember it's a really lovely way to spend time with God. It's like opening your heart to him, similar to the man in the story who couldn't see until he met Jesus. And just like Jesus helped that man to see, God helps us understand things better and guides us the right way in our lives. 
That’s why playing with 'Pray Dough' is so wonderful! It's not only about what we can see with our eyes; it’s about what we see and understand in our hearts, letting God be a big and loving part of all we do.
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
